It is ordered that the opinion filed herein on October 10, 2003, be modified as
follows:

On page 15, the text of footnote 2 is replaced in its entirety with the following:

We
understand “safe” and “secure” to mean that the JCC would operate Camp Valley
Chai in a reasonably safe and secure manner, not that the JCC could prevent the
armed assault by the would-be murderer here.
