Because Petitioner has bemteased, Respondent contetitis casdas due to be
dismissed as mootd. at 1-3.

On August 20, 2018, Petitioner filed this actiparsuant to 28 U.S.C. §
2241, seeking prior custody credit which he claimed would entitle him to
immediaterelease fromdderal custodyDoc.1 at 3, 6, 8 Because Petitioner has
been releasettom federal custody, his petition seeking that very relief is moot.
See Nyaga v. Ashcroft, 323 F.3d 906, 913 (11th Cir003) (“[A] case must be
dismissed as moot if the court can longer provide rmeaningful relief”); see

also Spencer v. Kemna, 523 U.S. 1, 8 (1998) (finding thatonce a habeas

dismissed.See Khader v. Holder, 843 F. Supp. 2d 1202, 1202 (N.D. Ala. 2011).
