1 After the PFR was entered, Plaintiff filed a Second Amended Complaint (Doc. 20).  Judge Kearney has screened the 

Second Amended Complaint and determined that it fails to state a claim upon which relief may be granted.  Order 

(Doc. 18) at 4.  In an Order dated April 3, 2024, Judge Kearney gave Plaintiff an opportunity to file a Third Amended 

Complaint.  Id. at 8.  Plaintiff has until May 3, 2024 to do so.  Id.  As such, it remains unclear which claims, if any, 

will proceed past screening. 

Additionally, after filing his Motion for Transfer, Plaintiff notified the Court that he has since been transferred to a 

different unit, providing at least some of the relief he’d requested in his motion.  See Pl.’s Notice of Change of Address 

(Doc. 14). 
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
