DECISION AND ENTRY

The Court has conducted a de novo review of the Report and Recommendations of
United States Magistrate Judge Sharon L. Ovington (Doc. #16), to whom this case was
originally referred pursuant to 28 U.S.C. 8636(b), and noting that no objections have been
filed thereto and that the time for filing such objections under Fed.
