1. Leave to proceeih forma pauperisis GRANTED pursuant to 28 U.S.C.

2. Freeman, #F€Q213, shall pay the full filing fee of $350.00 in installments,
pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1915(b). Based on the financial information provided by Freeman, an
initial partial filing fee of $15.93 is assessed. The Superintendent or other appropriate official at
SCI Huntingdon or at any other prison at which Freeman may be incarcerditedted to
deduct $15.93 from Freeman’s inmate trust fund account, when such funds becom&availab
and forward that amount to the Clerk of the United States District Court for sterf®istrict
of Pennsylvania, 601 Market Street, Room 2609, Philadelphia, PA 19106, to be credited to Civil
Action No. 182914. After the initial partial filing fee is collected and until the full filing fee is
