1. Defendants’ motion (Docket No. 189) is DENIED IN PART and GRANTED IN 

PART. 

a. Defendants’ motion is DENIED as to the request to abstain from exercising 

jurisdiction. 

b. Defendants’ motion is GRANTED as to the request to stay the proceedings 

pending the state court actions and subsequent appeals. 

2. The above-captioned case shall be STAYED until further order of this Court. 
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3. Plaintiff’s Motion to Appoint Special Master to Oversee Discovery (Docket No. 

180) is DENIED WITHOUT PREJUDICE with leave to re-file as this case will
