defendant'®ehalfor thelapseof 30 daysrom thereceiptof sucharequesty thewardenof the
defendant'sacility, whicheveris earlier.”18 USCSS8 35&(c)(1)(A) (2020).

statementsssuedby theSentencingCommission.'ld. However,Plaintiff is in statecustody; the
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Court "does not have the authorioyorder a compassionateleasdrom statecustodywhichis
amatterof statelaw."
