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PER CURIAM.
We accept the State’s concession of error in this case and remand solely for
correction of Appellant’s scoresheet. On remand, in accordance with the court’s ruling on

appellant’'s motion to correct sentencing error, 4.2 points shall be removed from the

scoresheet. See Perez v. State, 840 So. 2d 1179, 1180 (Fla. 5th DCA 2003).




AFFIRMED; REMANDED for Correction of Scoresheet.
