5th DCA 2005) (“By 

packaging the same legal issue in a different form or format, a party or defendant cannot 

avoid the impact of the law of the case doctrine:  the finality of legal issues once pursued 

on the merits, to their ultimate conclusion.” (citing State v. McBride, 848 So. 2d 287 (Fla. 

2003); Knox v. State, 873 So. 2d 1250 (Fla. 5th DCA), cause dism., 884 So. 2d 22 (Fla. 

2004))).
