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PER CURIAM.

We affirm all issues except the imposition of costs. Costs may be
reimposed on remand if the procedural safeguards required by Reyes v.
State, 655 So. 2d 111, 114 (Fla. 2d DCA 1995) are met. We note,
however, that the expense to be incurred for a new hearing may outweigh
the costs sought by the state. Ortiz v. State, 884 So. 2d 77 (Fla. 2d DCA
2004).
