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PER CURIAM.

Affirmed, without prejudice to appellant filing a rule 3.800(a) motion
that alleges where in the record the information regarding jail time can
be located and explains how the record demonstrates entitlement to
relief. See Toro v. State, 719 So.2d 947, 948 (Fla. 4th DCA 1998).
