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PER CURIAM.

Upon consideration of petitioner’s application for prohibition seeking the
disqualification of the trial judge, this Court issued a rule to show cause why that

relief should not be granted. Neither the respondent, who was ordered, nor the trial



judge, who was invited to do so, has replied. Upon consideration, we conclude
that the petition for prohibition should be and is hereby granted. We are sure that it
will not be necessary to issue the formal writ.
