HECHT, J.


Jeffery Casey appeals from the sentence entered upon his conviction for a drug tax stamp violation, in violation of Iowa Code sections 453B.3 and 453B.12 (2001), contending the district court abused its discretion in sentencing him to a term of imprisonment not to exceed five years.  "An abuse of discretion is found only when the sentencing court exercises its discretion on grounds or for reasons clearly untenable or to an extent clearly unreasonable."  See State v. Privitt, 571 N.W.2d 484, 486 (Iowa 1997).  In light of our determination the district court considered appropriate factors and issued a sentence that was within the permissible range, we conclude the court did not abuse its discretion.  We therefore affirm the sentence imposed.
