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McDonald, J., dissents and would grant the writ. 

Defendants, Daryl Purpera, in his official capacity as Louisiana
Legislative Auditor, and the State of Louisiana, through the

Louisiana Legislative Auditor, are " persons" within the meaning
of Louisiana Code of Civil Procedure article 971 and, as such, 

have the procedural capacity to file a special motion to strike.
