People v Smith, 243 Mich App 657, 669-672; 625 NW2d 46 (2000),
remanded _ Mich ___ (Docket No. 118530, order issued December 18, 2001). Four separate
witnesses described defendant as a small white female with a very slender frame. Indeed afifth
witness thought, at first, the robber was a child. Furthermore, in all of defendant’ s robberies, she
wore gloves, a ski mask and passed a note. | believe that incidents involving petite, female bank
robbers wearing gloves and a ski mask are distinctive enough to permit the inference of
identification under MRE 404(b)(1).
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
