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PER CURIAM: Petitioner seeks a writ of certiorari from the denial of his
application for post-conviction relief (PCR).

The petition for a writ of certiorari is denied on petitioner's Question 2. Because
there is sufficient evidence to support the PCR judge's finding that petitioner did
not knowingly and intelligently waive his right to a direct appeal, we grant
certiorari on petitioner's Question 1 and proceed with a review of the direct appeal
Issue pursuant to Davis v. State, 288 S.C. 290, 342 S.E.2d 60 (1986). Petitioner's
convictions and sentences are affirmed pursuant to Rule 220(b)(1), SCACR, and
the following authorities: State v. McKinney, 278 S.C. 107, 292 S.E.2d 598 (1982)
(for an issue to be preserved for appellate review, a contemporaneous objection
before the plea judge is required); State v. Carriker, 269 S.C. 553, 238 S.E.2d 678
(1977) (an issue is not preserved for appellate review when the defendant failed to
object during trial or join in his co-defendant's objections); State v. Rikard, 371
S.C. 295, 638 S.E.2d 72 (Ct. App. 2006) (the phrase on the sentencing sheet
"without negotiations or recommendation” means the State and the defendant have
not agreed on sentencing, and either party is free to request a favorable sentence).

AFFIRMED.
