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Relator, Wanda Bowling, is a vexatious litigant subject to a prefiling order
that requires her to obtain permission from the local administrative judge (LAJ) prior
to filing any new litigation. See TEX. Civ. PRAC. & REM. CODE ANN. § 11.101. In
this mandamus proceeding, relator challenges the LAJ’s June 28, 2021 order
denying her permission to file an appeal or mandamus regarding the September 21,
2020 order declaring her vexatious and requiring her to obtain permission to file new
litigation.

Entitlement to mandamus relief requires relator to show that the trial court has
clearly abused its discretion and that relator has no adequate appellate remedy. In

re Prudential Ins. Co., 148 S\W.3d 124, 135-36 (Tex. 2004) (orig. proceeding).



After reviewing the petition and record provided to the Court, we conclude that
relator has failed to show an abuse of discretion. Accordingly, we deny mandamus

relief. See TEX. R. App. P. 52.8(a).
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
