Appellant has filed responses,
but they do not show grounds for continuing the appeal. Accordingly, we dismiss
this appeal. See Tex. R. App. P. 43.2(f); Adams v. State, No. 02-11-00151-CR,
2012 WL 858609, at *1 (Tex.
