This 24th day of July 2002, it appears to the Court that the Board on 

Professional Responsibility filed its Report in this matter on June 28, 2002, 

pursuant to Rule 9(d) of the Rules of the Board on Professional Responsibility. 

 The respondent and the Office of Disciplinary Counsel both have waived their 

right to file objections to the Board's Report.  The Court has reviewed the 

matter pursuant to Rule 9(e) of the Rules of the Board on Professional 

Responsibility and has determined that the Board’s report should be accepted.
