PER CURIAM:

Accordingly, we grant Appellee’s motion to dismiss
appeal, deny Muhammad’s motion for stay pending appeal and
motion to strike, and we dismiss the appeal. We dispense with
oral argument because the facts and 1legal contentions are
adequately presented 1in the materials before the court and
argument would not aid the decisional process.
