ORDER 

 On October 31, 2014, the Magistrate Judge filed a Recommendation to which no 

timely objections have been filed.  (Doc. # 12).  Plaintiff did file a Motion for Extension of 

Time to File Objections (Doc. # 13) on November 12, 2014, which was granted on November 

26, 2014 (Doc. # 14.)  Despite the extension, Plaintiff did not file objections to the Magistrate 

Judge’s Recommendation.
