County Detention Facility aan Immigration and Cust@nEnforcement detainee, ha
filed apro se civil rights Complaint pursuant to 42 8IC. § 1983. Because Plaintiff wa
an immigration detainee and suederal actors, the Courtilvconstrue the Complaint as
filed pursuant tdBivens v. Sx Unknown Named Agents of Federal Bureau of Narcotics,
403 U.S. 388 (1971).See Martin v. Sas, 88 F.3d 774, 775 (9tRir. 1996) (“Actions
under 8§ 1983 and those und&rens are identical save for ¢hreplacement of a statg
actor under § 1983 kg federal actor unddivens.”).

Plaintiff has not paid the filing feer filed a proper Motion to Proceéd Forma
Pauperis. The Court will give Plaitiff 30 days to pay the fear file a completed Motion
to Proceedn Forma Pauperis. The Court will also disms the Complaint and give
Plaintiff 30 days to file a new @aplaint on the courapproved form.

l. Payment of Filing Fee

Because Plaintiff was an immigration deterat the time he filed the Complain
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he is not subject to the provisionstb& Prison Litigation Reform ActAndrews v. King,
398 F.3d 1113, 112®th Cir. 2005);Agyeman v. INS 296 F.3d 871, 885-86 (9th Cir
2002). However, to proceed in federal coRtgintiff must eithepay the $350.00 filing
fee and $50.00 administrative fee or file a Motion to Prodeeéorma Pauperis.
Plaintiff will be permited 30 days to do so.

. Failureto File Complaint on Court-Approved Form

Pursuant to Local Rule of Civil &edure 3.4(a), “[a]ll complaints ang
applications to proceenh forma pauperis by incarcerated persons shall be signed 3
legibly written or ypewritten on forms approveday the Court.” Plaitiff has not filed his
Complaint on the court-appred form. The Courwill therefore disnmss the Complaint
and grant Plaintiff 30 days to file an anded complaint on the court-approved form.

Plaintiff must clearly designate on thecéaof the document that it is a “Firg
Amended Complaint.” Any aemnded complaint must betyped or rewritten in its
entirety on the court-approved form and may mzorporate any part of the origing
Complaint by referencePlaintiff may include only one claim per count.

Plaintiff should note that mere negligenildee of a prison official to protect an
inmate from another inmate st actionable under § 1983 8ivens. Davidson v.
Cannon, 474 U.S. 344 (1986). Arison official violates the Eighth Amendment i
failing to protect one inmate from another omlfien two conditions armet. First, the
alleged constitutional deprivah must be, objectively, Usficiently serious;” the
official’'s act or omission must result in tldenial of “the minimal civilized measure o

life’s necessities.”Farmer v. Brennan, 511 U.S. 825, 834 (1994)Second, the prison

official must have a “sufficiety culpable state of mindj’e., he must act with deliberate

indifference to inmate health or safetg. In defining “delibeate indifference” in this
context, the Supreme Court has imposed a subjective test:

the official mustboth be aware of the facts from which the
inference could be drawn that substantial risk of serious
harm existsand he must also draw the inference.
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Id. at 839 (emphasis supplied).
An amended complaint superssdthe original Complaint.Ferdik v. Bonzelet,
963 F.2d 1258, 126@th Cir. 1992);Hal Roach Sudios v. Richard Feiner & Co., 896

F.2d 1542, 1546 (9th Cir. 1990). After andment, the original Complaint will be

treated as nonexistenEerdik, 963 F.2d at 1262. Any cause of action that was raise
the original Complaint is weed if it is not raised irthe amended complainting v.
Atiyeh, 814 F.2d 565, 567 (9th Cir. 1987).

FEDERAL RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE

Rule 4. Summons

(a) Form.

The summons shall be signed by the clerk, bear the seal of the court, identify the court and the
parties, be directed to the defendant, and state the name and address of the plaintiff's attorney or, if
unrepresented, of the plaintiff. It shall also state the time within which the defendant must appear
and defend, and notify the defendant that failure to do so will result in a judgment by default against
the defendant for the relief demanded in the complaint. The court may allow a summons to be
amended.

(b) Issuance

Upon or after filing the complaint, the plaintiff may present a summons to the clerk for signature and
seal. If the summons is in proper form, the clerk shall sign, seal, and issue it to the plaintiff for
service on the defendant. A summons, or a copy of the summons if addressed to multiple defendants,
shall be issued for each defendant to be served.

(c¢) Service with Complaint; by Whom Made.

(1) A summons shall be served together with a copy of the complaint. The plaintiff is responsible
for service of a summons and complaint within the time allowed under subdivision (m) and shall
furnish the person effecting service with the necessary copies of the summons and complaint.

(2) Service may be effected by any person who is not a party and who is at least 18 years of age. At
the request of the plaintiff, however, the court may direct that service be effected by a United States
marshal, deputy United States marshal, or other person or officer specially appointed by the court
for the purpose. Such an appointment must be made when the plaintiff is authorized to proceed in
forma pauperis pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1915 or is authorized to proceed as a seaman under 28
U.S.C. § 1916.

(d) Waiver of Service; Duty to Save Costs of Service; Request to Waive.

(1) A defendant who waives service of a summons does not thereby waive any objection to the
venue or to the jurisdiction of the court over the person of the defendant.

(2) An individual, corporation, or association that is subject to service under subdivision (e) , (f) ,
or (h) and that receives notice of an action in the manner provided in this paragraph has a duty to
avoid unnecessary costs of serving the summons. To avoid costs, the plaintiff may notify such a
defendant of the commencement of the action and request that the defendant waive service of a
summons.

If you want to challenge a state
conviction or sentence, you should file difpen under 28 U.S.C. § 2254 for a writ of habeas
corpus by a person in state @agst. If you want to challenge a federal conviction or sentence,
you should file a motion under 28S.C. § 2255 to vacate sentence in the federal court that
entered the judgment.
