the second Application to Proceed, dismiss @omplaint with leave to amend, deny as

moot the Notice of Joinder, and deny withpuejudice the Applicgon for Preliminary
Injunction and a TemponaiRestraining Order.
l. Second Application to Proceed In Forma Pauperisand Filing Fee

Plaintiff's second Application to Proced&d Forma Pauperiswill be granted. 28
U.S.C. 8§ 1915(a). Plaintiff must pay thatstory filing fee of$350.00. 28 U.S.C.
§ 1915(b)(1). The Coumvill not assess an initial partial filing feeld. The statutory
filing fee will be collected mohty in payments of 20% dhe previous month’s incoms
credited to Plaintiff's trust account each tithe amount in the acoat exceeds $10.00
28 U.S.C. § 1915(b)(2). TheoGrt will enter a separate Order requiring the appropri
government agency tllect and forward the fees acdmg to the statutory formula.

[I.  Statutory Screening of Prisoner Complaints

The Court is required to screen commpis brought by prisoners seeking relig

against a governmental entity @an officer or an employe&f a governmental entity. 28

U.S.C. 8§ 1915A(a). The Court must dismissomplaint or portion thereof if a plaintiff

has raised claims that are legally frivolausmalicious, that fail to state a claim upon

which relief may be granted, or that seslonetary relief from a defendant who |
immune from such relief28 U.S.C. § 1915A(b)(1)—(2).

A pleading must contain a “shad plain statement of the claghowingthat the
pleader is entitled to relief.” Fed. R. CW. 8(a)(2) (emphasis added). While Rule
does not demand detailed factual allegatidmslemands more than an unadorned, th
defendant-unlawfully-harmed-me accusationAshcroft v. Igbal 556 U.S. 662, 678
(2009). “Threadbare recitals of the elemeotsa cause of action, supported by me
conclusory statements, do not sufficéd:

“[A] complaint must contain sufficient &ual matter, accepted as true, to ‘statg
claim to relief that is plausible on its faceId. (quotingBell Atlantic Corp. v. Twombjy
550 U.S. 544, 570 (2007)). A claim is pshle “when the plaintiff pleads factua
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content that allows the coud draw the reasonable inference that the defendant is li
for the misconduct alleged.ld. “Determining whether a coplaint states a plausiblg
claim for relief [is] . . . a context-specific task that requires the reviewing court to ¢
on its judicial experience and common senskl”’ at 679. Thus, although a plaintiff's
specific factual allegations may be consisterth a constitutional claim, a court mus
assess whether there are other “more lilkaiglanations” for a defendant’'s condudd.
at 681.

But as the United States Court of Agas for the Ninth Cingit has instructed,

courts must “continue to constrpeo sefilings liberally.” Hebbe v. Pliley 627 F.3d 338,

342 (9th Cir. 2010). A “complaint [filed by pro se prisoner] ‘must be held to les$

stringent standards than formaéatlings drafted by lawyers.’Td. (quotingErickson v.
Pardus 551 U.S. 89, 94 (2007pér curian)).

If the Court determines that a pleadicmuld be cured by thallegation of other
facts, apro selitigant is entitled to apportunity to amend a ogplaint before dismissal
of the action.Seel.opez v. Smiti203 F.3d 11221127-29 (9tiCir. 2000) én bang. The
Court will dismiss Plaintiffs Complaint for fiure to comply withLocal Rule of Civil
Procedure 3.4, but because the Complaing passibly be saved by amendment, w
dismiss the Complaintth leave to amend.

[11.  Complaint

Local Rule of Civil Procedure 3.4 requirgspart that “[a]ll complaints . . . by
incarcerated persons must be signed andliewairitten or typewritten on forms approves
by the Court and in accordanegéth the instructions proded with the forms.” The
instructions provided with the court-approvewil rights complain form states that a
plaintiff may only allege 6ne violation per count.” (Emphasis in original.) In addition,
Rule 10(b) of the Fedal Rules of Civil Procedure sttt that a party “must state it
claims . . . in numbered paraghs, each limited as far psacticable to a single set o
circumstances . . . . If doirgp would promote clarity, eAclaim founded on a separat

transaction or occurrence . .must be stated in a sep@acount.” It is not the
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responsibility of the Court to review a ranmgi narrative in an atbept to determine the
number and nature of a plaintiff's claims.

The Court has reviewed Plaintiff's Compliaand concludes that it fails to compl
with Local Rule of Civil Procedure 3.4 arRule 10(b) of the Federal Rules of Civ
Procedure. Although his Comaint is divided into four counts, Plaintiff alleges mor
than four violations of his constitutional rights. For example, Count One con{
twenty-nine separately numbered paragragm appears to cursorily allege g
assortment of different Firssmendment violations. Althggh the bulk of Plaintiff's
allegations in Count One relate toethdenial and destruction of non-nud
photographs/pictures and dagues of non-nude photograph3laintiff also includes
allegations that Defendants deprived hiniisfright to communicate with or send mail t
federal and state courts; deprived him s right to communicate with prisor
administrators and to send notices of clainotigh the mail; depriveldim of his right to
receive adult magazines, books, photographd,catalogues; denied him legal materia
denied him and disposed af incoming audio compact disc; prevented him from us
postage stamps to pay for legal servidenied him the abilityo send owgoing mail;

disposed of outgag mail; disposed of incoming maibtaining unuse@ostage stamps;

seized mail packages and refiige permit the packages to bwiled to the addressees;

and failed to train Defendants properly andetdorce polices and ride This violates
Local Rule 3.4 and Rule 10(b) of tRederal Rules of Civil Procedur&eee.g., Davis v.
Coca—Cola Bottling C.516 F.3d 955, 979-8&nd n.57 (11th Cir2008) (a complaint
alleging numerous forms of Title VII violatns against multiple @intiffs in a single

count violated RulelO(b) and constituted a shotgyeading). The Court canno

meaningfully review Plaintiff's Complatnas required by 28 U.S.C. 8§ 1915A(a).

Accordingly, the Court will dismiss éhComplaint witHeave to amend.
V. LeavetoAmend
For the foregoing reasons, Plaintiff’'s Cdaipt will be dismissed for failure to

comply with Local Rule of Gil Procedure 3.4 and Rule 1)(of the Federal Rules of
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Civil Procedure. Within 30 days, Plaintifiay submit a first amended complaint to cure

the deficiencies outlined above. The ClefkCourt will mail Plaintiff a court-approved
form to use for filing a first amended comipka If Plaintiff fails to use the court-
approved form, the Court may strike the eamded complaint and dismiss this actig
without further notice to Plaintiff.

Plaintiff must clearly designate on thacé of the document that it is the “Firg
Amended Complaint.” The fitamended complaint must betyped or rewritten in its
entirety on the court-approved form and may mzorporate any part of the origing

Complaint by referencePlaintiff may include only one violation per count.?

If Plaintiff files an amendedomplaint, Plaintiff must wte short, plain statements

telling the Court: (1) the constitutional rightaititiff believes was violated; (2) the name

of the Defendant who violated the right; (3)aeity what that Defendant did or failed t
do; (4) how the action or inaction of that fBledant is connectetb the violation of
Plaintiff's constitutional right; and (5) what egific injury Plaintiff suffered because o
that Defendant’s conducBeeRizzo v. Goodet23 U.S. 362, 371-72, 377 (1976).

Plaintiff must repeat this process feach person he names as a Defendant.
Plaintiff fails to affirmativey link the conduct of each nash®efendant with the specific
injury suffered by Plaintiffthe allegations against that feedant will be dismissed for
failure to state a claim. Conclusory allegations that a Defendant or group of
Defendants has violated a constitutional right are not acceptable and will be
dismissed.

A first amended complaint supedes the original complainferdik v. Bonzelet
963 F.2d 1258, 126®th Cir. 1992);Hal Roach Studios \Richard Feiner & Caq. 896
F.2d 1542, 1549th Cir. 1990). After amendmente Court will treat an original

complaint as nonexistenterdik, 963 F.2d at 1262. Any caausf action that was raised

D. Possible Dismissal

If Plaintiff fails to timdy comply with every provision of this Order, including
these warnings, the Court may disntiss action without further noticeSeeFerdik, 963
F.2d at 1260-61 (a districourt may dismiss an action féailure to compy with any
order of the Court).

Plaintiff
has 30 days from the date this Order is filed tile a first amended complaint in

compliance with this Order.

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(4) If Plaintiff fails tofile an amended complaintithiin 30 days, the Clerk of
Court must, without further naie, enter a judgment of disssal of thisaction without
prejudice.

(5) Plaintiffs Application for Peliminary Injunction and a Temporary
Restraining Order (Doc. 7) denied without prejudice.

(6) Plaintiff's Notice of Joinder (Doc. 8) denied as moot.

(7)  The Clerk of Court must mail Ptaiff a court-approvedorm for filing a
civil rights complaint by a prisoner.

1. Who May Use This FormThe civil rights complaint form is designed to help incarcerated
persons prepare a complaint seeking relief foroéation of their federal civil rights. These
complaints typically concern, but anet limited to, conditions of confinement his form
should not be used to challenge your conviction or sentence. If you want to challenge a state
conviction or sentence, you should file difpen under 28 U.S.C. § 2254 for a writ of habeas
corpus by a person in state @agst. If you want to challenge a federal conviction or sentence,
you should file a motion under 28S.C. § 2255 to vacate sentence in the federal court that
entered the judgment.

2. The Form Local Rule of Civil Procedure (LRCiv) 3.4(a) provides that complaints by
incar cer ated persons must be filed on the court-approved form. The form must be typed or
neatly handwritten. The form must be completely filled in to the extent applicable. All
guestions must be answered clearly and concisely in the appropriate space on the form. If
needed, you may attach additional pagesnomor ethan fifteen additional pages, of standard
letter-sized paper. You must identify whiphart of the complaint is being continued and
number all pages. If you do not fill out the fopmoperly, you will be asked to submit additional

or corrected information, which may delay the processing of your action. You do not need to
cite law.

3. Your Signature You must tell the truth and sign the form. If you make a false statement of
a material fact, you may be prosecuted for perjury.

4. The Filing Fee The filing fee for this action is $3%M. If you are unable to immediately
pay the filing fee, you may request leave to prodeddrma pauperis Please review the
“Information for Prisoners Seeking Leave to Proceed with a (Non-Habeas) Civil Action in
Federal Courin Forma PauperigPursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1915” for additional instructions.

5. Original and Judge’s Copyrou must send asriginal plusonecopy of your complaint and

of any other documents submitted to the Covdadu must send one additional copy to the Court

if you wish to have a file-stamped copy of the document returned to you. All copies must be
identical to the original. Copies may be legibly handwritten.

Any allegations or defendants not included in the amended complaint are
considered dismissed. All amended complaints are subject to screening under the Prison
Litigation Reform Act; screening your amendment will take additional processing time.
