1. Counts 8 through 18, as set forth in Plaintiff’s Complaint, are SEVERED from this
lawsuit, and the Clerk is directed to IMMEDIATELY TRANSFER those Counts to the United States

District Court for the Northern District of Texas, Abilene Division.

2. Plaintiff may PROCEED, in this judicial district, with Counts 1 through 7, as set forth in
his Complaint.
3. The Clerk is directed to prepare a summons for Defendants, and the United States

Marshal is directed to serve the summons, the Complaint, and this Order upon them, the United States
Attorney for the Eastern District of Arkansas, and the United States Attorney General, without
prepayment of fees and costs or security therefor.

4. Plaintiff’s Motion to Sever and Transfer the Privacy Act Claims (Doc. No. 50) is
DENIED.
