The court directs the respondent to include in the response the following documents or
information:

1. The judgment of conviction;

2. the docket sheet from the sentencing court evidencing the
history of the proceedings;

3. any order or opinion from the Court of Appeals dismissing a
direct appeal by petitioner or affirming petitioner’s conviction,
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or a citation to such order or opinion;

4. any order of the district court dismissing a 8 2255 motion to
vacate or § 2241 petition filed by petitioner; and

5. any order or opinion from the Court of Appeals dismissing an appeal
by petitioner from the denial of § 2255 or §2241 relief or affirming the
denial of a 82255 motion or § 2241 petition, or a citation to such order
or opinion.
