Defendants Bank of America, N.A.; Nancy Hollis; Judy S. Henry; Kimberly W.
Tucker; Wright, Lindsey & Jennings, LLP; Judge Willard Proctor, Jr.; and U.S. Bankruptcy
Judge James G. Mixon filed separate motions to hold the Rule 26(f) conference in abeyance,
and to conduct the Rule 26(f) conference before a magistrate judge.
