“;zibrate” or “silent” is unacceptable. No phone or computer may be used to
take photographs or video in the courthouse. And when talking on a phone

(or with someone in person) in a corridor, all courthouse visitors should be
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as quiet as possible. Visitors should also be as quiet as possible when
working with their laptop computers.
