States Marshal is hereby directed to serve a copy of the amended complaint (Doc. No. 8),
summons, this Partial Recommendation, and any Order adopting this Partial Recommendation
upon Defendants without prepayment of fees and costs or security therefore.

3) Plaintiff’s claims against Defendants Pulaski County Detention Facility, Wright, and
Lacking, are hereby DISMISSED for failure to state a claim.

4) All remaining claims and Defendants are hereby DISMISSED, without prejudice, so
that Plaintiff may pursue them, if he so chooses, in a separately-filed action.
