Plaintiff, Jacques R. Slocum, is a pmer in the Cummins Unit of the Arkansas
Department of Correctiorte has recently filedjgro se' § 1983 Complaint alleging
that Defendants violated his constitutional rights.

The fee for filing a 8 1983 action in fedecaurt is $350. Plaintiff has not paid

! Plaintiff is notified of his responsibilitio comply with Local Rule 5.5(c)(2),
which states: "It is the duty of any party nepresented by counsel to promptly notify
the Clerk and the other parties to the proaeglof any change inis or her address,
to monitor the progress of the case, and to prosecute or defend the action diligently.
A party appearing for himself/herself dhsign his/her pleadings and state his/her
address, zip code, andegphone number. If any commuation from the Court to a
pro se plaintiff is not responded to within tiyr(30) days, the case may be dismissed
without prejudice. Any party proceedipgp se shall be expected to be familiar with
and follow the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.”

Plaintiff is further notified of 28J.S.C. § 1915(g), which provides that a
prisoner may not proceed with a civil suitforma pauperis “if the prisoner has, on
3 or more prior occasions, while incarcechbr detained in any facility, brought an
action or appeal in a court of the Unitethtes that was dismissed on the grounds that
it is frivolous, malicious, ofails to state a claim upon which relief may be granted,
unless the prisoner is under immindanger of serious physical injury.”
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the filing fee or filed an Application to Proce&d Forma Pauperis. [If Plaintiff
wishes to pursue this action, he must, within thirty days of the entry of this Order,
either: (1) pay the $350 filing fee in full; () file a properlycompleted Application

to Proceedn Forma Pauperis, along with a properly conigted prisoner calculation
sheef.

However, Plaintiff should be aware that, even if he is granted permission to
proceedn forma pauperis, he still must pay the $350 filing fee in full. 28 U.S.C. 8
1915(b). The only difference is that, bging granted permission to procéetbrma
pauperis, Plaintiff will be allowed to pay #1$350 filing fee in monthly installments
taken from his institutional account, rather than all at once, at the time of filing his
Complaint. I1d. Further, if Plaintiff's case is subsequently dismissed for any
reason, including a determination that it isfrivolous, malicious, fails to state a
claim, or seeks monetaryrelief against a defendant who is immune from such
relief, the full amount of the $350 filing fee will be colleaéd and no portion of this

filing fee will be refunded to Plaintiff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED THAT:

2 Plaintiff must sign the Application to Procded-orma Pauperis. In contrast,
the prisoner calculation sheet must be clategal and signed by an authorized prison
official.



1. The Clerk is directed to send Plaintiff an Application to Prodeed
Forma Pauperis, along with a prison calculation sheet.

2. Plaintiff mustwithin thirty days of the entry of this Order, either: (a)
pay the $350 filing fee in full; or (b) fila properly completed Application to Proceed
In Forma Pauperis and prisoner calculation sheet.

3. Plaintiff is reminded that the faileito timely and properly comply with
this Order will result in the dismissal ofs¢ltase, without prejudice, pursuant to Local
Rule 5.5(c)(2).
