Now on this 18th day of June, 2013, comes on for
consideration Petitioner's Motion To Hold This Case In Abeyance
Pending The Supreme Court's Decisions In Trevino v. Thaler, No.
11-10189 And Dansby v. Hobbs, No. 12-8582 (docket #112), and from
said motion, and the response thereto, the Court finds and orders
as follows:

1. Now pending before the Court is a Petition For Writ Of
Habeas Corpus ("Habeas Petition") filed by petitioner Ledell Lee
("Lee") . Lee, concerned that some of his claims may be
