He
submittcd only the first page of the application and did not submit the second page containing additional
information including his signature and the certification regarding mmate funds held in his name
completed. Plaintiffis given until April 13, 2007, to provide the court with a complete IFP application,
including having the certificate portion of the IFP application completed by the appropriate detention
center official, and return the application to this court for review and filing or pay the $350 filing foe.
If the plaintiff fails to return the completed IFP application or pay the $350 filing fee by April 13,

2007, the complaint will become subject to summary dismissal for failure to obey an order of the

court. The clerk is directed to mail the plaintii‘f an IFP application for his completion,
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
