6.) The Court is not told what basisfBedant has for making this allegation and,
therefore, has little confidence in its acy. It is the removing party’s burden to

establish subject matter jurisdiction; a guestdhe citizenship of one of the parties
does not suffice.

Defendant is ordered to show causewiiting, no later than January 10, 2014 why
this case should not be dismissed for lack of subject matter jurisdiction.
