On October 31, 2016, Plaintiffs filedvotion for Class Certification. (Docket
No. 71). On December 23, 20IBefendant SoulCycle, Inc. (“SoulCycle) filed its
Opposition. (Docket No. 105). On January 2017, Plaintiffs filed their Reply, along
with an accompanying Application for LeaveRibe Under Seal (the “Application”).
(Docket Nos. 145-46). Neither the Applican nor the declaration filed in support,
however, explains why the designated matesalould be sealed. (Docket No. 147-2).

The usual presumption in the Ninth Qircfavors the public’s right of access to
most judicial recordsSee, e.gPintos v. Pac. Creditors Ass'605 F.3d 665, 677—-78
(9th Cir. 2010)Kamakana v. City & Cty. of Honoluld47 F.3d 1172, 1178 (9th Cir.
2006). The underlying certification motionrkas not necessarily dispositive, but
neither it is clearly nondispositive. Therefottlee Court expects the parties to justify
the proposed sealing item by item. Whitafidential customer information should
likely be sealed, the Court doubts that tleclarations should be sealed.

Accordingly, Plaintiffs ar@RDERED to show cause, in writing, why the Court
should grant the Application. The respershall be no more ém seven pages and
shall be submitted blyebruary 6, 2017 The items shall remain under seal until the
Court rules on the Application. If the Applit@n is denied as to any item, the parties
will have the opportunity to withdraw it.
