19| On July 10, 2009, the undersigned issued findings and recommendations to dismiss this action for

On July 21, 2009, plaintiff filed objections to the findings and recommendations,
23 || explaining that he has been moved from cell to cell to cell at Kern Valley State Prison and has been
24 || receiving his mail late as a result. (Doc. 20.) In light of Plaintiff’s apparent need for an extension of
25 || time to comply with the court's May 15, 2009 order, the court shall vacate the findings and

26 || recommendations and grant plaintiff an extension of time. In the future, if plaintiff requires an

27 || extension of time, he should file a motion with the court before the expiration of the deadline he

28 || needs to extend.
