Plaintiff, Eric Hawkins, (“Plaintiff”) filed this employment discrimination action filed on

September 28, 2009, in the Fresno County Superior Court of California.  Defendant, Federal

Express Corporation, (“Defendant”) removed this action to this Court on October 29, 2009.
