Plaintiff Keith Oberdieck filed the instant appeal of her denial of Social Security benefits

on September 15, 2010.

Plaintiff also filed an application to proceed in forma pauperis.  An examination of his

application reveals that Plaintiff is able to afford the costs of this action.  Plaintiff indicates that

his spouse receives income in the amount of $4,000 per month.  Plaintiff also has $10,000 in a

checking account and $4,000 in a savings account.  Plaintiff has no dependents.  

Accordingly, the motion to proceed in forma pauperis is DENIED.  See 28 U.S.C. 

§ 1915.  Plaintiff is ORDERED to pay the $350.00 filing fee within fifteen (15) days of the date

of service of this order.  Failure to follow this order may result in a recommendation that the

action be dismissed pursuant to Local Rule 110.
