2. Within thirty days of the date of service of this order, plaintiff shall submit the
completed and signed application to proceed in forma pauperis for a non-prisoner, or in the
alternative, pay the $400.00 filing fee for this action. Failure to comply with this order will

result in dismissal of this action.
