Johnny Cruz Rodriguez initiated this action seeking review of the administrative decision 

denying an application for Social Security benefits.  On October 4, 2017, Plaintiff and Nancy A. 

Berryhill, Acting Commissioner Social Security, stipulated to a voluntary remand of Plaintiff’s Social 

Security appeal for further administrative proceedings.  (Doc. 16)   

The parties seek remand for an administrative law judge “for new decision and hearing.”  (Doc. 

16 at 1)  In particular, the ALJ shall “reevaluate whether Plaintiff has the residual functional capacity 

to perform jobs that exist in significant numbers in the national economy given Plaintiff’s age, 

education, vocational factors, and residual functional capacity.”  (Id.)  Further, the ALJ should “obtain 

supplemental evidence from a vocational expert and clarify any conflicts between the testimony of the 

vocational expert and the Dictionary of Occupational Titles.”  (Id. at 1-2)
