ORDER 

 

 Petitioner, a state prisoner, has filed an application for a writ of habeas corpus pursuant to 

28 U.S.C. § 2254.  The matter was referred to a United States Magistrate Judge pursuant to 28

 On May 1, 2014, the magistrate judge filed findings and recommendations herein which 

were served on all parties and which contained notice to all parties that any objections to the 

findings and recommendations were to be filed within fourteen.

No. 13) also is denied as moot;

was ever entered by the district court; and  

 5.  Respondent is directed to file an answer to the first amended federal habeas corpus 

petition (ECF No. 17) within 60 days.
