The Court FURTHER ORDERS that Googl€ s deadline for serving its Preliminary Invaidity
Contentions is extended to forty-five days after the date on which Overture serves revised Prdiminary
Infringement Contentions that fully comply with Patent L.R. 3-1.

The parties are ORDERED to meet and confer about the case management schedule, and to file
with the Court within ten court days of the date of this Order ajoint case management statement
addressing any scheduling modifications that may be necessary in light of this Order.
