Please let us know as soon as possible whether BBI wil stipulate to our fiing this
motion.

Regarding our preliminar infingement contentions, our first correction was to fix the
claimed priority date, which was a clerical error occasioned by Daralyn Durie's absence from the
office at the time we first served our contentions. Our second amendment was for the purpose of
including Bates ranges to update and conform the disclosure to our document production, which
was ministerial and indeed discussed with BiH û'Brien of your office. Please let us know
whether it is BBI's position that NF requires leave of cour for these amendments to the
preliminar infringement contentions.
