On January 3, 2007, Plaintiff R.K. filed an ex parte application for a temporary

restraining order against Defendants Hayward Unified School District (“HUSD”) and Esther B.

The Court FURTHER ORDERS that HUSD and EBC

shall file, and hand deliver a copy to the Court’s chambers, an opposition to Plaintiff’s

application by no later than 12:00 p.m. on January 9, 2007.  Plaintiff may file, and hand deliver

a copy to the Court’s chambers, a reply by no later than 12:00 p.m. on January 12, 2007.

The Court ORDERS that this matter shall be set for a hearing on Friday, January 19, 
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2007 at 9:00 a.m., but reserves the right to vacate the hearing if, after considering the parties’

papers it determines that a hearing is not warranted.
