I am the Commanding Officer of Expeditionary Combat 

Readiness Center. Lieutenant Commander Michael J. Klinke is a 

naval reservist who has been mobilized to federal active duty 

military service under U.S. Code, Title 10. He is now under my 

command and is deploying out of country under his orders. He is 

also a party in the above-captioned civil action. 

Pursuant to the Servicemembers Civil Relief Act (SCRA), 

Section 202, the Sailor has requested a stay of the above action 

for the duration of the deployment. 

The Sailor's current military duty assignment requires that 

he remain in training for deployment to Afghanistan and precludes 

him from being released, either on leave or pass, to adequately 

address the above-captioned matter. Specifically, I do not 

anticipate releasing the Sailor to address this matter before he 

returns from his deployment, a period of at least an expected 12 

months from the date of activation, which was April 6, 2012, and 

not longer than 24 months, depending on the needs of the 

military. The Sailor's duties preclude his appearance and it is 

unlikely he will be authorized leave during the period of the 

requested stay. 
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The Sailor will also not have reasonable access to email I 

telephone during the period of 

deployment.
