On January 7, 2013, plaintiff Gurjit Kaur filed a motion to dismiss with prejudice in 

which she stated that she no longer sought the relief requested in her complaint.  Although 

filed as a motion, Kaur’s filing is actually a notice of dismissal under Federal Rule of Civil 

Procedure 41(a).  Such a notice does not require a court order.  Nevertheless, because 

Kaur’s notice was filed as a motion, the Court granted it with a text-only entry.

No. 7 is Kaur’s notice of dismissal of her action with prejudice, which 

ends the case.
