Following the Case Management Conference held on March 27, Z0BBHEREBY
ORDERED THAT:

A further case management conference is seidigust 7, 201&t10:00 A.M.before
Magistrate Judge Laporte in Courtroom E, 15th floor, U.S. District Court, 450 Golden Gate
Avenue, San Francisco, California. An updated joisegaanagement conference statement sh
be filed no later thaduly 31, 2018.

Pursuant to Fed. R. Civ. P. 16, IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT the following case
management and pretrial order is entered:

1. TRIAL DATE

a. Jury trial will begin onApril 1, 2019at8:30 A.M. in Courtroom E, 15th
Floor, 450 Golden Gate Avenue, San Francisco, CA 94102. Should a daily transcript and/o
realtime reporting be desired, the parties shall make arrangements with Riakialid Court
Reporter Supervisor, at (415) 522-207Rachard Duvall@cand.uscourts.gov, at least 14 days
prior to the trial date.

b. The length othe trial will be not more thaRIVE (5)TO SEVEN (7) days.
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2. DISCOVERY

a. All non-expert discovery shall be completed no later than September 21
2018. There will be no further naxpert discovery after that date except by order of the Court
for good cause shown. Motions to compel rapert discovery must be filed within the time
limits contained in Civil Local Rule 28.

b. Initial expert disclosures shall be made no later fleauary 15, 2019.
Rebuttal expert disclosures shall be made no laterJéwamary 29, 2019All treating physicians
who will provide opinion testimony beyond that which can be provided by a lay person must |
disclosed as expert witnesses, but they need not prepare expert reports uniedsmdieso by
the Court.

C. All expert discovery shall be completed no later tRahruary 15, 2019.
There will be no further expert discovery after that date except by ortlee Gfourt for good
cau® shown. Motions to compel expert discovery nesfiled within the time limits contained
in Civil Local Rule 262.

d. Rule 26(e)(1) of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure requires all parties
supplement or correct their initial disclosures, expextidsures, pretrial disclosures, and
responses to discovery requests under the circumstances itemized in that Ruteerandiered

by the Court. The Court expects that the parties will supplement and/or coriredisttiesures

promptly when requirednder that Rule, without the need for a request from opposing counsell.

In addition to the general requirements of Rule 26(e)(1), the parties will supplement and/or
correct all previousy made disclosures and discovery responses 28 days befor e the fact
discovery cutoff date.

e. Pursuant to Civil L.R. 372{b), telephone conferences are available to
resolve disputes during a discovery event, such as a deposition, where the resolnigothe ur
event likely would result in substantial savings of expense or time.

f. Privilegelogs. If a party withholds information that is responsive to a
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discovery request, and is otherwise discoverable under the Federal Rules$ BfdCedure, by
claiming that it is privileged, or protected from discovery under the attorngypvoduct doctrine
or any other protective doctrine (including, but not limited to, privacy rights)ptréy shall
prepare a "privilege log(Fed. R. Civ. P. 26(b)(5)) setting forth the privilege relied upon and
specifying separately for each documenfooreach category of similarly situated documents:

1. The name and job title or capacity of the author;

2. The name and job title or capacity of each recipient;

3. The date the document was prepared and, if different, the daty
on which it was sent to or shared with persons other than its
author(s);

4. The title and description of the document;

5. The subject matter addressed in the document;

6. The purpose(s) for which it was prepared or communicated; a

7. The specific basis for the claim that it is privileged.

The privilege log will be produced as quickly as possible, but no later than 14 a@ays aft
the discovery responses are due (in a rolling production, 14 days after eactiogemoénts is
produced), unless the parties stipulate or the Court orders otherwisarircalgr case.

g. In responding to requests for documents and materials under Rule 34 of
Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, all parties shall affirmatively state mtt@mresponse served
on all other parties the full extent to which they will produce materials afidgioanptly after
the production, confirm in writing that they have produced all such materials sdoddstiat are
locatable after a diligent search_of laltations at which such materials might plausibly exist.

The last day to file a motion, or stipulation and proposed order, to join other parties sh

be April 27, 2018.

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The last day to file a motion, or stipulation and proposed order, to amend the pleading
shall beApril 27, 2018.

The last day for hearing glissitive motions shall be December 18, 2018. Dispositive
motions shall be served and filed no later ttranty-five (35) days prior to the scheduled hearing
date. Briefing shalbe in compliance with Civil Local Rule-3.

4. ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE RESOLUTION/SETTLEMENT CONFERENCE

A settlement conference shall be scheduled before another Magistrate Jtidge of
court. Counsel will be contacted by that judge's chambers with a date and tihee fo
conference during, or as soon thereafter as is convenient to the judge's calendar.

5. PRETRIAL CONFERENCE

a. A pretrial conference shall be held Blarch 19, 2019at2:00 P.M. in
Courtroom E, 15th FloorEach party shall attend personally or by lead counsel who will try
thecase.

No party shall be paritted to call any witness or offer any exhibit in its case in chief that
is not disclosed in its pretrialaiement, exchanged with opposing counsel, and delivered to thg
Court, by the above deadline, without leave of the Court and for good cause.

d. At least (10) days prior to the pretrial conference, after meeting and
conferring in a good faith attempt to resolve any objections, counsel and/es studil serve and
file: (1) any objections to exhibits or to the use of deposition excerpts or other dis¢@yeny
objections to non-expert witnesses; (3) any objection to proposed voir dire questions, jury
instructions and verdict forms that the parties have been unable in good faith to; (@3 @ng
opposition to a motiom limine. No replies shall be filed.

e. All motions inlimine and objections shall be heard at the pretrial

conference.

6. JURY TRIAL

a. Counsel shall submit an agreed upon set of voir dire questions to be posed

by the Court. Any voir dire questions on which counsel cannot agree may be submitted
separately. Counsel shall be allowed brief follow-up voir dire after the Courssanirey.

b. The following jury instructions from the Manual of Model Civil Jury

Instructions for the Ninth Circuit (2007 Edition) shall be given absent objection: 1.1-1.2, 1.6-1

1.18, 2.11. Counsel shall subointly an agreed upon set of case speadifstructions, using the
Ninth Circuit Manual where appropriate. Do not submit duplicates of those listed aboye. A
instructions on which counsel cannot agree may be submépedately. Each requested
instruction shall be typed in full on a separate page with citations to the authority upbntidi
basedanda referencé¢o the party submitting it. Aecond blind copy of each instruction and
verdict form shall also be submitted, omitting the citation to authority and themeéeto the

submittng party.
