Is it reasonable to expect that counsel will agree on a pretrial order
without convening a pretrial conference?

Are any motions pending or contemplated?

Is this a jury trial?

What is the expected length of trial?

What is the probability of settlement?

These statements will be handed up at the Calendar Call, and will be considered in setting the

trial date. Counsel responsible for the case must be present to respond to the court’s

questions. Trial dates are expected to be within six months of the Calendar Call.
