Pursuant to this Court’s November 1, 2002, Orders in United States v. Microsoft, CA No.
98-1232 and Sate of New York, et al. v. Microsoft, CA No. 98-1233, and its Memorandum
Opinion in United States v. Microsoft, Plaintiff United States submits the attached Third Revised
Proposed Final Judgment (“ TRPFJ’), aswell as an accompanying stipulation which has been
