Memorandum Opinion.

On March16, 2015the Courtentered af97] Ordergrantingin part anddenyingin
partPlaintiffs’ [67] Motion for Summary Judgment and grantingpartand deging in
partDefendantg82] CrossMotion for Summary Judgmefuar thereasonstated irthe
[98] Memorandum Opiniomssued that sanaay. Specifically, with respect tthe use of
neonicotinoid pesticides at all five refuges, the Cgrathed Plaintiffs motion and
denied Defendantshotion. The CourtequiredFederal Defendants to provide a Notice
by no later than April 15, 2015, as to the use of neonicotinoid pesticides, irfarther
Court to determine whethdrwasnecessary to remand this claim to the agewbth
respecto theNEPA claimregardinghe farming of genetically modifiectops inthe
Detroit LakesWetland Management Distridhe CourgrantedPlaintiffs Motion and
deniedDefendantsMotion. The Courtemanded thatlaimto the agency to consider the
environmental impact of using such crops on this refuge in light of the Memorandum
Opinion issuedhat same dayin all other respects, the Court denied Plaintiffs’ motion
and granted Defendantsiotion

OnApril 20, 2015, the Federal Defendants filed a [99] Motion for Leave to File Out
of Timein order to file theNotice pertaining to the use of neonicotthpesticides that
the Court had previously requirdéor good causéhe Court now grants Defendants
leave to file out of time the Notice and thigached declaratiaihatweresubmitted with
the Motion. In that Notice, the Federal Defendants state that the use of neonicotinoid
pesticides has been phased out at the challenged reBegasise the use of
neonicotinoid pesticides has been phaseaeady there isno need to remand this
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claim tothe agencyAccordindy, judgment shalhow be entered for Plaintiffs on this
claim.

All claims in thisactionhave now been resad
