In order for any litigant to file a clvcomplaint in federal court, that litigant
must either pay the filing fee in full atahime of filing or seek in forma pauperis
status, which allows the litigant to pay ftiileng fee over time.In either case, the
litigant must pay the full filing fee for ang filed the complaint, regardless of
whether that person’s case is evafijudismissed or is unsuccessful.

Plaintiff has requested in formaigzeris status. To determine whether a
party should be allowed to proceed in forma pauperis under 28 U.S.C. § 1915, a
court should review the ovdréinancial situation of thepplicant, including all of
the assets and liabilities the applicant. Segaun v. Dobbin, 628 F.2d 990, 992-

93 (7th Cir. 1980).Sce also Romesburg v. Trickey, 908 F.2d 258, 259 (8th Cir.

1990) (affirming dismissal of prisonertaise for misrepresenting his claim of
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poverly where itwas later cscoveredin contras to his afidavit, tha he ownel
real estte, eventiough hecontendedhat it wasworth orly $5,000and his elerly
wife resided theeon).

Plaintiff shall be granted in foma paupes status. Be is ordeed to paythe
Clerk d Court $2.00 pemonth untilthe filing fee of $4®.00 is p&d in full.
Failureto pay thdiling fee each moith may castitute gounds fordismissal ¢ her

case.
