 OPINION CONFIRMING SALE

7. This Court obtained personal jurisdiction over the defendant Dianna M. Fulmer.  
 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 
 

A. The U.S. Marshal's report of the sale is approved and the sale is confirmed; 
 

B. The United States does not waive its right to subsequently administratively 
collect, including by offset, any resulting deficiency if the sale price for the 
foreclosed property sold in this cause at judicial sale does not pay the judgment 
amount and subsequently accrued interest, advances and costs owed on either the 
promissory note or mortgage in this cause even though no such deficiency 
judgment is sought in this foreclosure proceeding.   

 
C. The U.S. Marshal is directed to issue a deed to the holder of the certificate of 

purchase, sufficient to convey title pursuant to 735 ILCS l5-l509(a). 
 

D. The purchaser of the foreclosed property is hereby given possession effective 
immediately upon entry of this Order in compliance with 735 ILCS 5/15-
1701(c)(1).  

 
E.   There is no just reason to delay enforcement of or appeal from this final order.
